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Abstract

This document provides information and instructions for preparing the full paper to be included in the Proceedings of the ACMA 2018 Conference. It has to be written in Word.

1. Introduction

ACMA2018 publications that will be made available by the event dates consist of the book of abstracts and e-proceedings containing the registered authors’ full-length manuscripts. The paper must be written in English. Authors should submit online their full-length manuscripts via https://acma2018.sciencesconf.org/user/submit, within the corresponding deadline https://acma2018.sciencesconf.org/resource/page/id/4. 
The paper should be written using Word following these author's instructions. The full-length manuscript has to be uploaded exclusively into portable format (PDF). All other formats will be rejected. The organizers do not commit themselves to include in the e-proceedings any paper received later than the full-papers uploading deadline or not following these instructions.

2. Style
The full-length manuscript including Figures, Tables, Acknowledgement(s), References and Appendices must have a minimum length of 6 pages and a maximum of 12 pages. Text should be produced within the dimensions shown on these pages: one column wide and 232 mm height on all pages. All dimensions are defined as follow:

· A4 paper should be used with nominal dimensions of 297 mm in height and 210 mm in width,

· Top margin is 10 mm and total head height is 20 mm,

· Odd side margin is 25 mm while even side margin is 20 mm.

The first page must contain the Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s) and Abstract. The Introduction must begin immediately below, following the format of this template. The Title should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Times New Roman. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line long.

2.1 Spacing

Recommended spacing is 1.0 (single spacing).
2.2 Fonts

These instructions have been produced using 12-point Times New Roman. Other recommended font is 12-point Times Roman if the former is not available.

2.3 Equations

Equations should be centered as given hereafter:

Ensure that the equation is preceded and followed by a space line. Equations numbers are always consecutive and printed in parentheses; flush them with the right-hand-side margin of the text and level them with the last line of the equation. For multi-line equations, use the equation array environment.

2.4 Tables and illustrations

Tables and illustrations should be arranged throughout the text and preferably be included on the same page as they are first cited and discussed. They should have a self-contained caption, and be positioned in center alignment with the text margin within the column. As an example, Figure 1 illustrates how to insert an illustration in the final version of the paper. A space line should separate the image from its title. Also, the figure should be preceded by a space line.

Photographs must always be sharp originals (not screened versions) and rich in contrast. They should be pasted on your page in the same way as line drawings.

Tables should be presented in the form shown in Table 1. Their layout should be consistent throughout the paper. Horizontal lines should be placed above and below table headings, above the subheadings and at the end of the table above any notes. Other horizontal lines should be avoided as well as all vertical lines.

Table should fit into one page. Alternatively, the table can be turned by 
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(`landscape mode').
